6 people liked Strawberries and 12 people liked bananas. 

 

12 – 6 = 6 

 

There were 6 more people who liked bananas over strawberries. 

There were 8 people who liked watermelon, 12 people who liked bananas, and 6 people 

who like strawberries. 

 

8 + 12 + 6= 26 

 

There were 26 students who answered the question. 

What is the total number of students that liked watermelon or bananas? 

 

8 people liked watermelon and 12 people liked bananas. 

 

8 + 12 = 20 

 

There were 20 people who like watermelon or bananas.
