
Possible Solutions 

 

 Volume involves 3 dimensions – length, width, and height 

 Just like unit fractions that indicate 1 of a specified number of equal-sized parts, each side of 

a unit cube is 1 unit long 

 Volume is the measurement attribute of the amount of space occupied by matter 

 Volume can be determined by counting the number of unit cubes filling a three-dimensional
